The abstract file can be sent and updated until the deadline submission (8 November 2019) via either the workshop web page (http://www.bo.ismn.cnr.it/stspm19ev/ - Section Abstract) or an email sent to cristiano.albonetti@cnr.it.

The abstract must be prepared in Microsoft Word or with an open source word processor then converted into pdf file; it should be written in English and should be single-spaced throughout. The requested type face is Times New Roman, font size 12. Abstract, including figures and tables, should not exceed one (1) page sized A4 (i.e. 210 x 297 mm) with the top margin measuring 3 cm and the other ones measuring 2.5 cm. The abstract should be headed by the title, author(s), affiliation(s) and address(es). The name of the presenting author has to be underlined. The abstract should also contain the name and e-mail address of the corresponding author at the bottom of the page. The text should begin two lines below the author/affiliation section. Figures should be saved as BMP, GIF, JPEG, PNG or TIFF.
